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The term D.S.al Fine used at the end of Warm Stuff simply 
means to repeat back to the sign and play until you see the 
word Fine. In this case, the sign (looks somewhat like a 
dollar sign) is found near the beginning. The word Fine is 
found in the first measure of the third line where the A 
section ends. Fine (pronounced Fi-nay) actually means 
finish or end. 
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
